Tips from the OIld Guy

Wind and Scents

Have you ever been sitting in a tree stand and have a deer walk in from down
wind? You wondered why the deer has not gotten your scent, then the thought crosses your
mind that you no longer smell. Itis a short lived thought, but it was there for a moment. Then
reality sits in and you realize there must be another reason. If you use a little bottle with tal-
cum powder in it, you can squeeze the bottle and for a moment you can see which way the
wind is blowing. The powder travels for about six to eight feet and you can no longer see it
because it dissipates into the air. There is a better solution. In the fall, look for milkweed
plants. When the milkweed pods start to split open, pick a few of the pods and take out the
seeds. You will see that there is some white, fluffy stuff on the brown seeds. You will need a
small container to put the white, fluffy stuff in. | use a 35 mm film container. You can still find
these at Walgreends. They wusually have a few
stuff away from the brown seeds and putitin the container. Be sure not to pack itin too tight.
Be sure not to throw the seeds on the ground b
However, it seems | always (accidentally) drop a few seeds on the ground (the key word here
is o0accidentallyé) so | will know where to find
stand, take out a very small amount of the white, fluffy stuff --be sure to keep it real fluffy --and
let a small amount drift into the air. You will be amazed at all the different directions that little
white thing travels. The nice thing is you can watch it for a long ways. You may find that on
the outside of the timber the wind may be from the north while in the timber where your stand
is located the wind may actually be coming from the west or some other direction. This is
especially true of a timber that has a lot of canyons. And doing this a few times, you can
easily see how a deer seems to be walking in from downwind when in reality your scent is not
going toward it at all. It will also explain why a deer spooks when you think it should not smell
you. Try it. | think you will like it.
